	Upskilled all staff to teach dance and gymnastics and gave children who do not like competitive sports a chance to be more creative with their knowledge in PE.


Transport was a significant barrier last year so money was used for hire of a minibus. Additionally, after school clubs and curriculum delivery were all planned around the competitions.


Swimming is delivered to our younger children now. This has led to an increase the end of year percentage. 

Upskill of our sports coach so that she is able to lead PE sessions at a high level to all year groups. The aim is to provide her with a strong knowledge of physical development and physical literacy. 




Participation in sporting events have doubled in comparison to last year. Also, it has increased participation of the younger children in school. 
	All children enjoyed the session. Also, children who rarely enjoy sport found that this was a part of PE that they could be creative and take part in. Often becoming leaders and gaining confidence.

All our teams competed were successful in finishing within the top three in the majority of competitions over the year. Also, many more children were able to attend competitions which has developed the children’s sense of belonging.

Continue to make swimming a focus next year. Enable more children to confidently swim 25metres

Due to the sports coach delivering PE in all year groups she is able to see progression across the board and is able to upskill teaching staff with the knowledge gained. This means our PE lessons are tailored to the children but additionally staff receive up to date training in each PE session.  

Children have attended a variety of different competitions and events leading them to gain confidence and resilience.

Children take part in a range of sports and this enables our less willing to have a go in PE. Some of our stronger sporting children are often the ones who initially didn’t think sport included dance / yoga or gymnastics but can now see the benefit. 


Through CPD and staff meeting all staff feel able to deliver PE. 



Being able to take up to 14 children to events each time means many more children are able to participate in competitive events. Also having PE specialist not only deliver PE but attend sporting events gives the children a consistent approach to all events

Giving children a voice in what sports they like to do has led the curriculum to being tailored to our children. It also has led the types of clubs that are run afterschool

A rise in data means that more children have left school able to swim confidently.
	The impact has been noted by teaching staff and the progress children have made in PE and in competitions. From going to sporting events to take part and ‘have a go’ we now have confident and adaptable children who take part in a variety of sports. Our teams are on the whole within the top 3 at events and able to show sportsmanship and resilience.


The range in sports as appealed to all our children and made them more confident and rounded individuals 




The use of a PE specialist in all sessions means they have the continued support to progress children using resources such as STEP and PE Passport.

I will continue to build on attendance of sporting events but with the support of a dance and gymnastics coach next year I would like to enter more competitions in this area



I will continue to review this with our newly elected sports council team at the start of the academic year.


I have moved the swimming to Year 3 next year to enable children to swim from an early stage, in the hope that parents will start to attend swimming lessons. Also swimming data will be sent out to parents so that they know the levels of the children and the national standard. Also, we will be reviewing the use of top up vouchers to support families to prevent any barriers.

	The increase of children able to swim at 25m is due to movement of age range attending the course. Initially children were in Year 5 when they went swimming but this was moved and the cohort attended whilst in Year 4. Due to financial strains for many of our families, children do not attend swimming lessons so the course may be the only time they have chance to learn how to swim. This will be continued to be assessed and support offered where viable.
